WHEREAS: The new State of Puerto Rico shall be known as the 

Commmonwealth of Puerto Rico; in Spanish It shall be known a5

WHEREAS: Admission to the Union has historically been a flexible 

and varied process which has been adapted to the Individual 

circumstances of each new state. 

WHEREAS: Congress,'. has the constitutional power to facilitate the 

admission of new states. 

WHEREAS Congress Is willing to provide for a smooth process of 

adjustment from the tax structure of the territorial status to the 

federal fiscal system. 

WHEREAS: The Commonwealth of Puerto Rico assured of Its reserved 

state right under the Constitution to continue to maintain both 

.Spanish and English as its official languages, as well as of Its right · 

to preserve ar)d enhance its particular cultural characteristics. 
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WHEREAS: Statehood creates the only permanent union with the 

United States that is consistent with the •more perfect union• of 

equal states established by the United States Constitution. 

WHEREAS: Statehood entails fundamentul political and economic 

betterment for the Commonwealth of Puerto Rico. 

WHEREAS: Statehood entails economic self-reliance and soclal 

justice, Including parity far its residents In those aspects of federal 

legislation that cover the residents of the several states .

WHEREAS: Statehood means that all benefits and protections of the 

United States Constitution would be fully bestowed on the People of 

the Commonwealth of Puerto Rico together with - the guarantee of 

full protection by the'· Federal judicial system. 

WHEREAS: Statehood entails the lnmedlate full extension or federal 

entitlements and legislation providing parity for the residents of 

Puerto Rico in all Federal programs. 

WHEREAS : The Commonwealth will assume all responsibilities of a 

State of the Union. 

WHEREAS: Statehood is a polltlcal formula recognized by the 

International commun ity throuQh Resolution 1541 (XV) of the 

General Assembly of the United Nations and through Resolution 1469 



(XIV) of that body, which was adopted upon the admis~ion of the new 

states of Alaska and Hawaii. 

WHEREAS: Statehood embodies the highest degree of autonomy and 

soverelg nty In a true psrmanent union with the several states. 

THEREFORE: Be It resolved: 

SEC. 2. Subject to the provisions of this Act, and upon 

Issuance of the proolamation required by section 7 of this Act, tht 

Commonwealth of Puerto Rico (hereinafter refe.rr~d to alee as "the 

state") Is declared to be a State of the United States of America, Is 

declared admitted Into the Union on an equal footing with the other 

States ln all respects whatever, In compllance with the democratic 

mandate of the plebiscite held . on for the resolution of 

Puerto Rico's final political s1atua. Tha- Ccns-Ututicn- a®pwd. b.y a

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CONSTITUTION

ELECTIONS AND ADMISSION REFERENDUM 

SEC. 7. (a) (1) Not more than sixty day$ after the date of 

certification by the Qovemur of the Commonwealth of Puotto ~!co 

as provided by this act, the President of the United States shall 

certify the admission or Puerto Rico Into the Uniori to the Governor 

of the ComrTwnwealth of Puerto Rico ~ Not more than thirty days 

after such ce.rtification, the Governo.t:. .. o.f the Commonwealth of 

Puerto Rico shall issue a proelamatlon for tho election of two United 

States Senators and the corresponding number (Jf the United States 

Representatives in Congress .as provided In this eet. The Governor of 

the State shall certify. -the election of the Senators and 

Representatives In the manner required by law. The Senators and 

Reµr1:1~~11tatives elected shall be entitl&d to be admitted to .SAAfR In 

Congress and to all tha rights and privileges of Senators and 

Representatives of thg other States In the Congres~ of the United 

States. The oHice of Resident Commissioner shall cease to ~xlst 

upon the swearing in of the first member of the House so elected. 

(2) In the first election of Senators from the State (pursuant 

to Section 7 (a)(1) ) the two senatorial offices shall be separately 

identified and designated, and no person may be a candidate for both 

offices. No such identification or designation of either of the rwo 

senatorial officers shall refer to or be taken to .refer to the terms of 

such offices, or in any way i.mpair the priv!lega of the Senate· to 
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determine the class to which each of the Senators elected shall be 

asslonad. 

(b) Election returns shall be made and certified In sucn 

manner as provided by the electoral laws of Puerto Rico and In such 

a manner ~~-the Commonwealth of Puer.to Rico may prescribe, The 

Governor of the Curnmonw!alth of Puerto Rioo shall certify the 

results of such elections to the President of the United States. 

(2) The constitution of the Commonwealth of Puerto Rico, 

ratified by the people at the refere.ndum held ~11- June 4, 1951, shall 

become ll'i~ Con.5titution of ths Sl!lte of PuGirto Rico . The new Sh:it• 

of Puerto Rico shall be known as The Commonwealth of Puerto Rico. 

(3) Any legal dispute or controversy ariiillg out of the 

electoral processes conducted under this act $hall. be adjudicated by 

the United States Dl~trict Court. for the Oi$trict of\ Puerto Rico, and 

the Appellate Federal Court System. The Courts of the 

Commonwealth of Puerto Rico shall not have Jurisdiction to 

entertain any suit, appeal, writ of revision or legal action, arising 

out of these elections, plebiscites and rQferendums. 

( 4) The Individuals holding legislative, executive, and 

judicial offices of the Commonwealth of Puerto Rico, shall continue 

to di!charge the duties of their respective offices. Upon the 

issuance of tt1e proclamation by the President of the United States 

and the admission · of the Commonwealth of Puerto Rico as a state of 

the Union, the officers elected or appointed under t~ provisions .of 

the constitution and laws of the Commonwealth s.~all proceed to 

exercise all the functions pertaining to their offices in .. under, or by. 

authority of the government of the State, as provided by the 
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constitution and laws of the State. 

SEC. 8. The Commonwealth of Puerto Alco upon Its admission. 

Into the Union shall be entitled to Representatives, until the 

taking effect of the next reapportionment, and such Representatives 

shall be in addition to the membership or tne House of 

Representatives as now prescribed by law.
