Problem 4. In exchanges designed to improve technical know1e'dge , is it better 
to bring students to the experts, or shoul d the instructors be taken 
abroa d? 

For this limited objective it.is les s _costly to send experts abroad. They 
can teach many more persons t han could be brought to America for 
the same expense. oUr t op lev.el people have be en successful in 
giving young. pe ople of ot her na tions a good impre s s ion of what 
Americans are l ike. l;Je need to involve mor e of our best people i n 
work of this type.

Problem 5. In view of the prime role of ma s·s communications in fore i gn policy, 
i n whidh geographic areas and ln which media should exchanges be 
concentra ted? ·How can these exchanges best be programmed to achieve 
poli tica l goals? 

The second part of this problem was r egarded as an unde si~able objective or 
reasons already given. 

One persons suggeste d t hat exchanges be concentrate d· most' heavily in areas 
of the world where understanding of ·the U.S. is ·not good and where 
the_re is not a de finite governmental policy of slanting news of the 
U.S. in an unfavorable light. This would include 111any count:P.i-es in 
the Far East outside of Red China . Countries like England and 
Fra nce already have good channels of communication wi t h us. The 
need for exchange is not as urgent in such situations .

Of a total of 320 leaders in mas s media who came to the U.S. in 1957, 243 
were journalists and 58 1t1e re in r adio and television. Workers in 
other mass media fi el ds should be more adequa t e ly representect:"~eed 
for this is especially urgent in: 

1. Mot ion pictures--both theatrical and non-theatrical. 

2. Audio-Visual Education, This includes administrators and 
specialists in preparing and using audio-visual education 
materials used in schools1 colleges; universities and training 
programs in industry and governmerlt. These people reach the 
youth of their respective hations at a time when many are 
getting their first organized impressions of countries besides 
their own. 

Summary of chief suggestions made during the meeting 

1. Work to gain reciprocal freedom of expr ession for persons in all countries 
working in mass media so that barriers to free flow of information will be 
lifted. It was proposed by Lauren Seth that SoV.iet newsmen be given an 
opportunity to write articles about Russia or Red China for u.9. newspapers 
provided U.S. newsmen are given equivalent opportunities to write uncensored 
articles for Russian papers. 

2. In an organized manner acquaint colleges and universities with the importance 
of employing foreign students. Establish a channel through which foreign 
students can be informed of available opportunities a nd ca n be give n assist­
ance in applying for work which will enable them to study in America. 

3. Find a means of giving greater visibility to criticisms that exchange 
students are able to give us. (This is a se rious domestic problem, also. 
Too few mass media agencies, such as newspapers, provide a balanced look at 
the full spectrum of our nati.onal life.) 

4. Provide more opportunities for exchange persons to get close to our own 
people by living in their homes while here. 

5. Enable exchange persons t o ~.:!:_sit America again af t e r three or four years. 

6. Broaden representation in mass media areas not now emphasized. 

a. Motion pictures , entertainment and educational. 

b. Audio-visua l education programs in schools, colleges, univers i t ies 
a nd industry. 

7. Throughout entire exchange program emphasize importance of letting people 
find out things for themselves. Let visitors see our problems as well as 
our progress. 

8. Broaden and strengthen entire exchange program with support of domestic mass 
media.
