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The poll tical dinner is an important part of poli t ·ical organization and successful 
politicso It can enlighten and inspire, or it can be boring and a breedi.hg ground 
for misunderstandings and dissentiono If carefully done it can contribute to harmony 
and friendliness as well as to the party treasurieso Other new forms of fund-raising 
have recently been used with much success, but the fund-raising dinner is still a 
major, and in some places an all-important, event o 

· While the main purpose of the dinner is to raise sizable amounts of money in­
a relatively short time, it has the added virtue of bringing together party leaders 
for meetings in which they become accustomed to working for a common causeo 

KIND'5 OF POLITICAL DINNERS 

Most of the states use the Jefferson-Jackson Dinner as an annual fund-raising 
device, but there are variations on the dinner theme which may be helpfulo 

The practice in a number of states is to hold one big statewide dinner, at a 
$25-a-plate admission (or contribution), with a well-known speakero However, some 
states have had several J.;..,J dinners during the year in different cities throughout ... 
the stateo This encourages much wider participation~ and since the charge is fre­
quently less (about $10000), these events are within reach of more of the rank-and­
file party workerso 

Another success~ul variatiqp is to have the central J-J Dinner, and then hold 
state-sponsored or district-sponsored banquets in each of the Congressional Districts. 
The Congressional Di~trict Dinners can then be billed as 1trecognition1t or napprecia­
tion" dinners for incumbent Congressmen or other Party leaderso In the same way 
Recognition Dinners can be given at the County or City level to honor local office 
holders or key party leaders; these may or may not be tied in with the major state . 
fund-raising dinnerso 

Whatever type or variety of fund-raising dinner you plan to use, the following 
suggestions may be valuable. These do not constitute a 11Book of Rules 1t for holding 
successful dinners, but they may save you some headacheso Local conditions may 
require changeso

The two main ingredients for conducting a successful political dinner are 

EARLY PLANNING and GOOD ORGANIZATION. 
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CALL A 
MEETING 

BASIC ORGANIZATION 

Have your State Chairman or appropriate District leader call a 
meeting of all County Chairmen and Vice Chairmen. The meeting 
should be held in a centr al location and, if possible, at least 

two months before the date of the dinner. 

HAVE A LIST 
OF NAMES 

Be prepared to submit several names for consideration as Chair­
man of the Dinner Committeeo I t is ordinarily advisable to 
select as Chairman an acti ve Democrat who is a successful busi­

ness, professional or civic leader, but not one who is a Party or public office 
holdero It is also advisable to consider naming an outstanding Democratic woman 
as Co-Chairman of the Dinner Commit teeo 

NAME PLENTY OF 
VICE CHAIRMEN 

It may be a good idea to appoint all County Chairmen and Vic e 
Chairmen as vice chairmen of the Dinner Committee. Leading 
Democrats who are not Part y office holders also are a good 

source of members for this Dinner Committeeo 

CHOOSE OFFICIALS From the Dinner Committee, select your principal officers for 
FOR TRE COMMITTEE such functions as t r easur er, publicity chairman, program chair­

man and committ ee, arrangements chairman and committeeo 

ARRANGEMENTS COMMITTEE 

The care-·and dispatch With which important details are handled is most im­
portant. An Arrangements Committee should be selected as early as possible. Be

This includes supervising any special arrangements that must 
be made for TV cameras, microphones, recording equipme~t a~ 
well as taking care of the personnel of TV . and.·Radio. A 

special TV platform may be neededo Cooperate with both the person in charge of 
seating arrangements and the person in ciliarge of publicity. 

USHERS This includes doorkeepers, ushers or ti_cket-:takerso Be sure 
ushers are familiar with .the set-up of the room so they can 

give clear instructions to ticketholders. Also, courtesy and tact are necessary . 
to straighten out misunderstandings that may arise about. seating. -· Be on the spot 
from the time the doors open until the dinner is well .under way. 

PROMOTION 

At the initial meeting of the County Chairmen and Vice Chairmen see that all 
are impressed with the importance of the dinner. 

Here are the important steps in promotion: 

10 Each county should submit to the Dinner Committee Headquarters a list of per- · 
sons who will probably attend the dinner. 

2. This list should be canvassed by letter from the Dinner Chairman, enclosing a 
reservation card and return envelopeo 
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3. Several days after the letters have been mailed, each county committee should 
hqld its own meeting. The names of persons soli~ited would then be divided among 
the county committee members for personal contact. 

(Note: Further le'tter ll"titing normally produces o;nly limited results . The 
original letter is simply a means of 8br~akihg the ice• by letting as 
many people a~ possible lmow about the dinner. From this standpoint 
letter writing is important . ) 

There a-re two basic things that make a fund- raising dinner. successfult

*$* A LARGE DINNER CCMMITTEE WITH EACH MEMBER MAKING PERSON-TO- PERSON 
CONTACTS •. To 'PROMarE THE DINNER. 

PUBLICITY 

The Publicity Chairman should be a person with experience in dealing with 
press, radio and TV. In general, several press releases should be put out announc­
ing: 1) the date and purpose of the dinner and the Dinner . Chairman; 2) the Committe.e 
Chainnen; 3) the principal speaker. Arrangements should be made for the press to 
interview the speaker. An effort should be made to get an advance text or press . 
release on the speaker's ·ta:lk'. Check on the possibility of local ·radio or TV coverage. 
of the speech or recording for later broadcast . Consider purchasing advertising 
space in the . newspapers or. spot announcement time on radio. 

Finally, the FUblicity Chainnan should make certain that the press is invited 
to the dinner and that a good spot is set aside for the press table. 

TICKET'S AND RECEIPTS 

You should determine in .advance the size contribution for which a compli­
mentary ticket to the dinner will be issues ($25.oo, $50.00, etc.) and no ticket s 
should be issued for a smaller contribution. \ · . . 

(Note: If a rumor should ' get out that you may cut the contribution, you will 
be involved in all kinds of complications.) 

TREASURER'S 
PROCEDURE. 

The Tr.easurer, or someone specifically designateQ. by him, 
should receive the contributions, keep a record of them, and 
be responsible for issuing the tickets. Tickets should not be 

issued until the contribution is actually r eceived. The person designated should 
make a daili list of the contributors, the amount of the contribution, and the num­
be~ of tickets assigned t~ him. A daily deposit of the moneys received is recom­
mended.

After you have encouraged a capacity crowd to attend 
your dinner, you must ·rhake it an- enjoyable event . so your patrons will· want to come 
back the next time •. 

Planning a program f.or the d:i,nner is an important .job.. There ;:i.re many· angle ·~ , ·. 
to consider besides audience enjo;Yment, although that should be kept uppermost in 
mind ., Remember, everyb0dy wants to be on the program but will accept the fact that 
th~y can't :be if you. have a definite fornmla for making introdu6t:hons?and .:se,'.1.ectfung 
prei iminary speakers. Here .are some suggestions: · ·

A number of ' stat es, using volunteer salesmen, have had excel lent success wit h 
get ting ads for programs , year books , and other part y publicationso Some have used 
a combination of volunteer wor ker s and professional solicitors who work on a com­
