RULES OF PROCEDURE 

ARTICLE 1) The Second Inter-American Conference for Democarcy and 
Freedom shall be ins t al l ed on the day and the ho u r design~ ted in 
the Call of the Association (IADF). The president shall re 
elected in advance by mutual cons e nt of the de l e gates. 

ARTICLE 2) The Pres i ding Counc i l of the Conference shall be com­
posed of the Pre s iden t , :.; ecretary Ge ne ra 1 o f t he IADF, three aux-
iliary Secretar i es a nd fi ve members. Any of t hese may al t ernate 
with the Pres ide nt in presid i ng over the Plenary Sessions. 

ARTICLE 3). The work of the Conference shall be d i vided into 
Discussions and '..:.' lenary Sessio ns~ The f ormer s h al l tie devoted 
the discuss io n of the Wor•d ng r ape rs, p r esented in accordance 
the Agend a o f the Confe r ence; they shal l fJ rmulate t he final 
of each subject, wi th respe ctive Conclus i ons and Resol u tions. 
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The Ple nary Sess io ns shall b e devo t ed t o ge ne r a l discussion of the 
texts of the Conclusions and Resolutions formulated by the Panels. 

A) Each of the Panels shall have a Cha i rman and Secretary desig-
nated by the Presid e nt o f the Conf e r e nce , or a me mber of 
the Presiding Cou nc i l of t h e Confe r e nce. 
The Pane l may choos e from its own membership a Rapporteur 

whose d u ty it shall be to s e t forth and d e fend t he po i nts 
the po i nts of vi · w de veloped by the Panels d uring the Plena r y 
s ~ ss ions. Each Commi ttee shall be c om pose d of the De legates 
appointed by the Pres ident of the Conference and any other 
delegate who shall have expressed thei r interest in par t icipating 
The delegates may jo i n any Panel wh i eh they designate. 

B) The Ple nary Se ss i ons s hall be presided over by the Presiden 
of the Conf erence, the Se cretary General or,in turn, and of 
the memeers of the Biesiding Council, who shall have the 
bility for modera t ing the discussions. 

ART I CLE 4) The President of the Conf erence shal l name, besides the 
Chairman and Secre taries of the Panels, a Committee of 
Resolutions and Conclusions. In no case may the Editor i ~ 
Committee alter the substance of the Conclus ions and Resolu­
tions of the Panels. 
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The Comm i ttee on Resolutions an d Co ' Clus i ons shall be 
.responsible for presenging Resolutions or Sta~me 3ts on 
special subj e ct not cont emplated in the Ag e nda. It sha 11 
receive $ug gestions or drafts present e d by the De legates. 
The drafts of such subm it t e d r e solutions shall be presented 
to the final Pl enary Sessions for their approval or rejection. 

ARTI CLE 5) The Preparatory Comm.:; ttee of the Conference, in concur­
rence with th e S e cretary Gene r al of the IADF, shall be res­
ponsible for the program of th.::: Conference, indicating the 
time and place for the successive act i vities. All subjects 
pres ented for th e conside ration o f the Delegates shall be 
concluded by the final ple nary session. 

ARTICLE 6. During the Pan e l Sess i ons, Deleg ates may occupy the 
floor as often Q~ is demed necessary; any proposals which they 
wish to includ in th e f i nal t e x t shall be s ubmit t ted in 
writing to t h e sec re t a r y of the committee. The Chairma n of 
the P cne l shall act as t e mod er~tor of the discussions and 
sha l l take charge of the work of the Committee, fixing the 

,schedule of the s c: ss i ons. 
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ARTICLE 7) Dele l e gate s shall b e given the floor in the Plenary 

Session by submitting reque sts bo the Presidaimg officer. Speake rs 
shall be re cog ni ze d in the orde r of their reque st. 

A) During the Plenary Sessions, the r e cop;nized speak er sha 11 
pres ent his vie wsin not more than ten minutes, and may be accorded 
an additional fiv e mi nutes in a s e cond i ntervention.Proponents of a 
proposal s hall have th e right to additional ti rn e if necessary in 
the judge ment of t he pre siding officer to clarify a point, 

·· ·B) With these excepti ons, no dele gate shall spe ak mere than twice. 
In special cases upon advanced r e quest, a de l e g a te m ay be accorded 
additional time which in no case shall exce ed twenty minutes. 

C). When proposals under discussion are withdrawn 
discussion may be con tinued if other d elegate s so 

by proponents, 
desire. 

ARTICLE 8)The President of o u r Confe r e nce shall have the pow ~ to de­
clare d i scussion clos ed on any subje ct. His decision may,however, 
be appeal ed to the Assembly. Any d el e gate may move the termination 
of dicsuss i on in which case, the President shall take a vote of 
the a.ssembly. 

ARTICLE 9) After discussion is closed the mot i on shal l 'e put to a voi 
vote and any a mendmcn ts s ha J.1 be vote d on in the i n ve rse order 
of their pr esentation. D(.: cisions shall be by majority vote; 
failing a.majority vote on any motion d e bate on the su b ject ma y be 
reopened, by cons ent of the majority. 

ART ICLE 10. The fol l owing points may be ra sect in 'the discussion: 
1. P') I NT OF OR2 -~R: to ke ep t he d eb a t e within th e subject matter 

arrl t h ':': pa r l i ament: a ry procedur e . 
P0INT OF I NFORfvlATI ON: To c nq ' ~ ire as to po i nts to enlighten 
the assembly. 
THE Pi<B VIOU?: Q':J2STI ON: Wh i ch serve s to stop the dis cuss ion by 

s ubmitting to a majority vote and without discussion 
the t e r mination of the debate. 
In consid.e ri ng Po int s of orde r and requests _for the 
Previous Que sti on the !XN:xxxmxx Pre siding vff icer shall 
wait be fo r e p lltti ng t he question or p0int of order 
until the .spe ak • r on the floor has fin i shed., 

ARTICLE 11). The De lega t c:: s shall consist o nly of those per s ons 
invit ed to pa rt i c ipate by t he Organi zing Commi ttee and who 

have accepted i n advanc e of the open i ng of theConf e rence. 
and who shall have r~ gisten~d and r e ceive d their accreditation. 

ARTICLE 12:0bs - rve rs may be accredited upon th e ir reque st in writing 
by the Presid ing Cou ncil of t he Conf ere nce through major ity 
vote. Observers shall not h a ve the right to vote but by per­

mission of the Pre sid ing Council ma~r be a ccorded the r i gh t 
to speak in a Plena r y Se ssion. 

ARTICLE 13. Only d e l eg at e s shall have acce ss to the Me eting Rooms of 
the Confer e nce and th e ad min i strative pe rsonnel may r e quire 
identifications and exclude those without proper dredent i al~ 

ART I CLE 14) All other matte rs not cove red by the se Regulations ~~h 
shall re decided by the Pres i ding Counc i l.
